Eﬂ:ﬂﬂ " The City of Whittlesea 15 a municipality that 1s experiencing urbanisation and growth at a
cr rapid pace. This development results in greater impermeable hard surfaces that can
influence the quality, quantity, and velocity of stormwater. Stormwater fluctuations have a
major mfluence on the quality of urban waterways and can cause higher incidents of
pollution, flooding, and erosion
A growing population also puts increasing demand on the supply and price of potable water
and the capacity of existing infrastructure to provide for the discharge of water
appropriately. These matters raise broader concerns around water security and resilience
against future climate stresses.
A range of land uses are supported across the municipality including larger industrial,
commercial, and special purpose sites. These uses have higher impacts on stormwater
systems, but also present greater opportunity for connection to alternate water sources due
to theiwr large building footprint, roof size, and business operations that often require high
water usage.

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An mtegrated method of approaching water management is required to appropriately
address these diverse challenges. Integrated Water Cycle Management (IWCM) is a multi-
disciplinary approach used to promote the sustainable use of all available water resources
mcluding potable water, wastewater, and stormwater. IWCM considers the water cycle as a
whole and how planming for each element of water servicing can merge to provide
mmproved economic, social and environmental outcomes.

IWCM employs techniques such as stormwater harvesting, greywater reuse, ramnwater
collection, bio retention systems and water sensitive urban design (WSUD) treatments to
deliver multiple community benefits and liveability improvements

This pelicy has been created to achieve improved TWCM performance and outlines
preferred approaches that will help to accomplish the objectives outlined in this policy.

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- the use of lLitter traps for developments with the potential to generate
significant amounts of litter

. Require, as appropriate, the use of stormwater treatment measures that improve
the quality and reduce the flow of water discharged to waterways and increased
use of stormwater by adoption of the following preferred treatment types:

- Collection and reuse of rainwater and stormwater on site
. Multiple uses of water within a single site
- Durection of flood from mmpervious ground surfaces to landscaped areas
- Bioretention systems that retain and treat stormwater
- Promote or mcorporate vegetation on buildings where practicable (to be irigated

with rainwater/stormwater) to promote the role of vegetation on buildings n
managing the quality and quantity of stormwater.

. Encourage the onsite construction of TWCM assets wherever practicable.
